Eligibility requirements for all applicants

1.

Must be enrolled as an undergraduate (2nd year and above) or a graduate (M1 or
M2) student at Nagoya University at the time of application and during the periods of
the exchange program (namely, in March and July 2025).

Must have an interest in intercultural exchange and be prepared to contribute time
and effort to all scheduled activities.

Must have sufficient proficiency in English to understand English lectures and
contribute to discussions and presentations in English.

Preference will be given to applicants possessing an official test score of IELTS 6.5,
TOEFL-iBT 80, TOEFL-ITP 550, TOEIC 800 or above. This criterion does not,
however, necessarily restrict applications to only those with the above-mentioned
scores. Applicants will be also selected based on interviews evaluating English
abilities, as well as on application documents. Some level of Japanese is also
preferred for international students.

Must demonstrate academic achievement and have a cumulative grade point
average (GPA) of 3.7 or above. This is a compulsory requirement.

Must be able to host the exchange students, work as a team with diverse group of
students, organize events and contribute to cultural activities (any costs incurred
may have to be covered by individuals) during the period that students from
Cambridge will visit Nagoya University (Wednesday, July 2 to Wednesday, July 16,
2025: to be confirmed). Students who will graduate in March 2025 are not eligible for
this program (except for those who will be graduate students at Nagoya University
in April 2025).
